Last year 15 November, 10 a.m. desperate Brasov workers due to inhumane work and life conditions 

went to the streets. The four-five thousand people of the truck plant crowded to the city center, and 

in minutes harried the local offices of the dictatorship: the house of the council and party ruling in 

their name and instead of them. Through the back doors the well-paid applauders of Stalin’s 

clownish phantom with a scepter could manage to escape. 

1977, since the Zsil Valley strikes, this was the largest protest in Romania. The power came back after 

few hours, and revenged cruelly: many of the participants are still in jail today, the leaders have 

disappeared without a trace. 

Hungarians! 

Think of the Brasov Romanian workers on 15 November! 

Think of them, and of what triggered their anger. 

Think of them, even if their native language is different. 

Think of them, even if your fates is better today than theirs.

Dear friends! 

On the Human Rights Conference in Krakow, the West Berliner Romanian emigrants appealed to the 

human rights organizations of the world, to, on 15 November – on the anniversary of the Brasov 

workers protest – demonstrate, write petitions, shake up the public opinion. 

The Asylum Committee and the Romania Libera group because of this /also/, 

on 15 November 1988, organize Romania Day, 

to which active participation is expected. So we don’t call you upon to give your names to a prepared 

action, but we ask you, to plan and transact together the program of this day. 

It is expected that more or less the program would look like as follows: 

- On 14-15, at different points of Budapest /and if possible of Hungary/ independent groups would 
set up information stands, to inform the passers-by about the real Romanian situation, about the 
protest of Brasov workers last year, about the situation of the refugees, about the lies of the 
Hungarian propaganda, etc. 

- On 15 afternoon, we would hold a large meeting in Budapest – according to our ideas on the 
declivities of Tabán – then from here, through the Danube bank, through the Gróza Péter 
promenade as well through the quay we would move to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs /to the 
statue Bem/, where we would hand over the joint statement of the societal groups and 
initiatives. In wording the statement, we have to work together also. We think we should broach 
the problems around the asylum, the inability concerning protecting the minorities, and 
generally the unpreparedness for foreign policy of the Government policy. 

We ask you: if in the main concepts you agree with our ideas, send one of your representatives 

on 25 October, 18 o’clock, to the wine bar on Török street /near the Bem cinema/, 

to discuss the technical details and the text of the joint statement.
