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BUDAPEST 

The Hungarian police used tear gases and rubber bats to stop the 5,000 

demonstrators who defied the interdiction of the Hungarian government, namely to go in 

a protest march through the centre of Budapest. 

The rally was organized by the “Free Romania” group against the government in 

Bucharest, so as to mark the one-year anniversary since the workers’ riot in Braşov. 

The demonstrators started to chant “Democracy” and “Police state”, after they 

were prevented to march towards the Romanian Embassy. The demonstrators changed 

the route and started for the centre of Budapest at the rush hour, in the evening. There 

were several clashes between the police and the marching people who refused to scatter. 

The rally, supported by Hungarian opposition groups was to be the first 

international rally since 15 November, dedicated to “Romania’s Day”. But lately the 



Hungarian government discouraged any protests that might have aggravated the relations 

with Bucharest. 

The next day, Virgil Pârvu, the coordinator of the “Free Romania” group and 

members of the committee were summoned before the Hungarian police and were told 

that they must leave Hungary by 1 December.
