MUOSZ-resolution 

Telegram to the Romanian Journalist Council 

(Hungarian Telegram Office)The Presidency of the Alliance of the Hungarian Journalists’ was happy to 

be informed about the resolution of the committee in Bács-Kiskun county of the MSZMP, which 

recognized the individuality of the editors of the county’s newspaper of the Party, the “People of 

Petőfi” and with what it separated itself from the intervention of the officers of the party committee 

by using orders and bans. The Presidency thinks: it is desirable that it becomes an accepted principle 

and practice not only in Bács-Kiskun. 

The Presidency of MUOSZ sent a telegram to the Romanian Journalist Council, and tells its shock in 

the name of the Hungarian journalist society about arresting the 3 Romanian journalist: Petre Mihai, 

Anton Uncu and Mihai Greanga. The Presidency of MUOSZ condemns in the strongest against such a 

serious violation of the freedom of expression and press freedom, and demands letting free the 3 

journalists, who fight for democracy and human rights. 

 

The protest of The Free Romania Group 

Yesterday it was 24 years that Nicolae Ceausescu was chosen to be the main secretary of the RKP in 

Romania, and this day was announced to be the “Day of the Mourning” by members of the Romania 

Libera organisation. Along the Thököly road, on the small space near the Népstadion, the Romanian 

people living in Hungary as refugees held a meeting. They put black tape on the blue-yellow-red 

flags, and most of the people dressed in black. Some of the texts on the transparent: “Wake up, 

Romanian!”; “The blackest day of the Romanians”. 

There were several speeches, the first person speaking said that through the upset history of 

Romanian people, there has never been such a tyrant, as the one reigning now. “Our children cry as 

they are cold and hungry. No one can forbid us from dressing in black on march 23. We here, in 

Budapest sympathize with the 6 ex-communists leaders who signed the open letter written to Mr. 

Nicolae Ceausescu.” 

The participants commemorated about the young man who set on fire himself as a sign of protest in 

Brasov, about their partner (fellow), who was shot on the border, and about all the known and 

unknown victims. After that they lit 24 candles, referring to the 24 years, and after that they 

extinguished them one by one, and after that they lit the torch of hope. After this, they read out loud 

the telegram sent to the Romanian Socialist Republic: “To His Excellency, to the Ambassador of the 

Romanian Socialist Republic. On this day with sad memories, the Free Romania Group stands by (for) 

our siblings, parents and friends left at home. We express our sympathy with the 6 signers of the 

open letter addressed to the President, and we protest against the wave of punishment which 

collects the Romanian patriots as victims. Budapest, march 23. Free Romania Group”
