In the name of the Romanian refugees group from Denmark, who mostly originate from your
country, we address to you the following lines.

We know the humanitarianism so characteristic of the Hungarian people, who sheltered us
during the period previous to our emigration. The Hungarian people stood by us in our day-to-
day live, supporting us when in need, supporting our manifestations through which we
informed the world’s public opinion about the serious human rights breaches in Romania.
There were unforgettable moments, when we demonstrated that the young Romanians and
Hungarians have surpassed the old barriers (of the past) of discord and that peace, friendship
and collaboration for a better and more righteous world are actually triumphant.

Unfortunately, from our ranks, one of the members of the “Free Romania” group, with a
prolific and tireless activity, Mr. Mihai Popescu, is found currently in detention in Hungary.
The reasons, why he is executing his punishment this way, are unattackable. The laws of your
country have decided in court the execution of his captivity for a period of nine months (as we
are informed).

However, taking into account his activity within the organization “Free Romania” with a
well-defined character against the terror government from Bucharest, there is the high danger
that in case of his return to Romania he would get arrested as political prisoner. We know that
the decisions, that the competent authorities within the Romanian Security Service might take,
would be unjust.

We, thus, ask the Hungarian government to stand by us by approving our request that the
named Mihai Popescu should not be returned to Romania.
